The work of this class differs from that of lower classes of equipment operator in that
the incumbents' must operate heavier, more complex, specialized cquipment and
several types of equipment within this category interchangeably and be able to
perform manual work and assistance when required.

Work may be performed with considerable independence, but a foreman will
regularly check the work performed for quality quantity safety of operation, care of
equipment and tools used. May be assigned to perform work in other division and or

departments.

Direct and coordinate lower level operatives as assigned.

fustrative Duties:

Operates a mechanical strect sweeper on assigned shift in cleaning streets and roads in
assigned geographical area.
